Chris has a great attitude and growing love of Jaguar having joined JLR after 32 years with Ford. He has been driving all the models and is greatly impressed with each and every model from X-Type to XJR.

The meeting was especially gratifying as he was genuinely interested in the marque and the Club members and the enthusiasm we have for Jaguar. His open and honest information on the health and future of Jaguar and our briefing on the direction and relevance of the enthusiast owners with the company, it was a great exchange.

Jaguar is prospering under Tata with 3 Billion Pounds being expended in R&D in the next few years and the company has been returning profit for the last 2 years.

The new XJ is well underway with it scheduled to see light of day late this year and the release of new petrol V8’s and diesel 6’s in the second quarter of 09. 

There is a lot of market research being undertaken for new models with the company committed to a 4 car line-up. This means there will be an X-Type replacement and Jaguar sees the need for a smaller more economical car for the market and to help Dealers remain viable with good numbers of cars sold and serviced.

The current production is round 65,000 per year, this is seen to be a little below what is needed for sound returns in the business and a target of 100,000 has been set for the short term.

This is way short of the numbers of BMW and Merc’s that are being built but it will keep the image of Jaguar away from the mass market “ho-hum not another BM” that BMW has become in recent years.

X350, S-Type, X-Type computer upgrades. Jaguar is continually updating the programmes making improvements and fixing minor issues in the computers. The interesting thing is that Jaguar has chosen to write and manage their own soft ware and match it to the drive train where as BMW and Mercedes have just used standard software. These can be down loaded to your cars and make significant improvements! 

BUT it must be done in accordance with the manufactures procedures. It is not just a down load but the car needs to be taken through an adaption sequence on road to let the programme fix into the hardware correctly. Make sure the service technician does this correctly otherwise it will reset back to the original settings.
